The Marchers

Sev eral countries ha ve officially recogniz ed the
Armenian Genocide through legislation and
state declar ations, including most recently the
Dutch P arliament, Canadian House of Commons,
and the French National Assembly .

Due to T urkish threats, ev ery U .S .
administr ation since 1982 has feared that
properly recognizing the Armenian Genocide
would offend the T urkish go vernment. As a
result, the ex ecutiv e br anch has consistently
opposed the passage of Congressional
resolutions commemor ating the Genocide and
has objected to the use of the word “genocide. ”

The first step in prev enting future genocides
from occurring is to recogniz e past crimes
against humanit y.  Only then can we tak e a
firm stand against such atrocities in the future
and ensure that their lessons are nev er
forgotten.
